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¥ VenueSpace

Westbourne Grove Church VenueSpace is a high quality, not for profit venue,
run for charity and community use.

The facilities are owned by Westbourne Grove Church and made available at
discounted rates when not required for church activities, to provide an
affordable public venue for the local community. The community and charity
charge rates and some commercial letting contribute to overheads and help us
to welcome other groups who are less able to pay.
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Inside a restored Victorian Gothic church
exterior is a completely new building, rebuilt
in 2003, with up to date facilities, disabled
access and modern interiors. The building
Is open with a manned reception Monday -
Wednesday, Friday and Saturday 9-5, and
is available for room hire on those days and
evenings, and private hire on Thursdays.

The ground floor suite consists of the main hall, lobby, and kitchen. On the first
floor are the small hall, creche and kitchen. Details of the rental charges and
sizes for these areas are available on the website.

The main hall is the largest space with a double
height ceiling and a seating capacity of 160-200 or a
dining capacity of 100-150.

The hall is an

acoustically balanced,

fan ventilated room

with oak flooring and
three large windows. 200 designer
chairs and 20 tables are available. State
of the art technical systems are also
available, with technical support if
required, including a 3000 Watt 48
channel PA, 5 metre screen projection
facilities, theatre lighting with control
desk, and staging.

A glass screen and triple door connects to the stone
floored lobby area which can be used as a welcome
area, as additional function space or as a catering
service area. It is also furnished with a group of
sofas. Connected to the lobby by a large closable
serving counter is the kitchen fitted with catering
grade equipment: two ovens and hobs, a microwave,
dishwasher, stainless steel work surfaces and two
large sinks.
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The upper floor suite consists of a small hall, kitchen, creche and toilet
facilities. These rooms are regularly booked for children’s parties, after school
activities, and meetings.

The carpeted small hall (above) has a seating capacity of 60-80 and a dining
capacity of 20-40, and has fan ventilation. The kitchen is connected through a
closeable serving hatch and has an oven, hob and microwave. The carpet and
small kitchen make this area unsuitable for

childrens food or function catering, but buffet food

for adults can be served. Functions requiring

louder music and full catering should be booked

downstairs. The room is also ideal for boardroom

or ring of chairs meeting layouts.

The creche is a vinyl floored room with easy
access to children’s toilets. It has an original
full length window and alcove features. The
creche is suitable for party food for up to 30
children.

The lounge is an open plan seating area
above the lobby with leather sofas. It is not
allocated to either upstairs or downstairs
suites, but when the church is open to the
public, anyone is welcome to use it.

For weddings and receptions, dinner parties, birthday events, children’s
parties, after school activities, home education groups, family reunion
events and going away parties etc.

CHURCHES:

Other congregations are welcome to hire the building for one off occasions
where the style of building, or facilities, are needed for an event. The
upstairs suite can also be used for away-days.
